AKC Companion Animal Recovery 
Adds Real-Time Record Updates
to Website - www.akccar.org
	[Monday, April 03, 2006]

FREE Updates Now Entered Immediately Into Recovery Database 


American Kennel Club's Companion Animal Recovery announces a new feature on its website that will enable enrollees to update their contact information and have it reflected immediately in the recovery database. As always, record updates are free with AKC CAR and now they can be made at the owner's convenience on the new AKC CAR Online Update System.

AKC CAR is committed to maintaining accurate customer information to ensure that all animals enrolled in the database can be recovered if lost. Whether an owner has moved or the alternate contact has a new phone number, the accuracy of the record is critical in order to successfully reunite the pet with the owner.

According to Dr. Carmen Battaglia, President and CEO of AKC CAR, "We have launched a major initiative that will make our services more user friendly. Our goal was to simplify the process in order to increase the accuracy of our records and provide further value to our customers. The end result will be more pets being safely and quickly reunited with their owners."

For over ten years AKC CAR has served as a national recovery service. A pet's microchip, tattoo, or AKC CAR collar tag ID number is linked to the owner's telephone number and address. If the animal is lost and AKC CAR is properly contacted, the owner will be contacted immediately. The one-time $12.50 enrollment fee is for the lifetime of the animal, and AKC CAR's highly trained recovery specialists are available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.

AKC Companion Animal Recovery added other notable enhancements to their website during 2005. The feature additions included:

Online Enrollment System: Allows owners to enroll their animals online. This is an immediate enrollment without the delays of mail delivery and processing time.

Vet and Shelter Enrollment System: Vets and shelter staff can enroll their client's pets online. This ensures that the client's pets are protected before they leave the facility.
Vet and Shelter Enrollment Reports: Vets and shelters that participate in the AKC CAR incentive programs can now view online all of the enrollment records that were entered by their clinics. This will allow staff to verify critical enrollment data and aid in the recovery process.

AKC CAR Incentive Programs: Vets and shelters can sign up for this program online and begin receiving a monthly rebate for every enrollment submitted. AKC CAR will rebate veterinarians $2.00 for every enrollment. Non-profit organizations, which already benefit from half price enrollment, receive a $1.00 rebate for every enrollment received.

AKC Code of Sportsmanship 
(February, 2006 Board Meeting)
The Board considered the Code of Sportsmanship proposed by the Chairman's Conflict of Interest Committee. The version under consideration reflected the input of the Delegates at the January 2006 Forum in Tampa.

AKC CODE OF SPORTSMANSHIP

PREFACE: The sport of purebred dog competitive events dates prior to 1884, the year of AKC's birth. Shared values of those involved in the sport include principles of sportsmanship. They are practiced in all sectors of our sport: conformation, performance and companion. Many believe that these principles of sportsmanship are the prime reason why our sport has thrived for over one hundred years. With the belief that it is useful to periodically articulate the fundamentals of our sport, this code is presented.

· Sportsmen respect the history, traditions and integrity of the sport of purebred dogs.

· Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and vigorous competition, as well as winning and losing with grace

· Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport of purebred dogs by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their decisions or behavior. 
· The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no other factors.

· The sportsman exhibitor declines to enter or exhibit under a judge where it might reasonably appear that the judge's placements could be based on something other than the merits of the dogs. 
· The sportsman exhibitor refuses to compromise the impartiality of a judge. 
· The sportsman respects the AKC bylaws, rules, regulations and policies governing the sport of purebred dogs.

· Sportsmen find that vigorous competition and civility are not inconsistent and are able to appreciate the merit of their competition and the effort of competitors. 
· Sportsmen welcome, encourage and support newcomers to the sport. 
· Sportsmen will deal fairly with all those who trade with them.
· Sportsmen are willing to share honest and open appraisals of both the strengths and weaknesses of their breeding stock. 
· Sportsmen spurn any opportunity to take personal advantage of positions offered or bestowed upon them. 
· Sportsmen always consider as paramount the welfare of their dog. 
· Sportsmen refuse to embarrass the sport, the American Kennel Club, or themselves while taking part in the sport.

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Challenges of a Breeder
The goals, objectives and challenges that we impose on ourselves as breeders, are without a doubt the adrenaline of breeding. We start with the search for the blood line that translates the characteristics that we mentally have as the perfect Lab. The following step is to work with what we found closest to our ideals and personal taste. A long journey!

From then on, many years of work go by. Almost a frenzied search. Happy are those that remain in their true path. Losing track is what occurs to a majority of breeders. Small mistakes, few disappointments, much concern with the opinion of strangers and loss of fundamental values, are just some obstacles that many times appear unsurpassable to the weak and less persistent. As we breed, more demanding we become. More selective and more critical we must be. In this context, we have a very personal viewpoint. In my opinion a good breeder, together with much work in research and determination, it must have a quality born within: GOOD EYES. Any other characteristic can be acquired. All, but the latter. I think good eyes is inborn. Either you are born with this talent or you will never have it. It is without a doubt a fundamental quality to allow success in the selection in terms of breeding. Although it is an inborn virtue, it must be worked at, polished, improved and perfectionned. 
As we approach the Type we dream of, other challenges come to light. Ensure that what we create is capable of reproducing what we desire. The genetic picture in terms of morphology – to be what we like – becomes the new rule and guideline. Beautiful dogs that produce equally beautiful stock, is any good breeder’s dream. This is the new challenge that we impose upon ourselves. With the conscience that it will be yet another long journey. However, we don’t worry about the length of time, we care only about the results. I think that many times the breeder has a restless personality. Always looking further and ahead. Always demanding the maximum, always based on a passion, many a times incontrollable. A passion that challenges the limits. That makes the breeder risk placing excellent stock, created by him, with the conviction that he can do even better. An instigation of his most inner and secret instincts and feelings.
