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Dog Show Judge Bites Back With
Libel Claim After Unflattering Web Post

A Fort Lauderdale, Fla., dog show judge is biting back after a dog breeder made catty comments about him on an Internet discussion forum for people who breed Doberman Pinschers.

Philip Martin, an American Kennel Club judge, alleges in a libel suit filed last month in Broward Circuit Court that Orlando, Fla., dog breeder Sandra Teague defamed him. Among the libelous statements, Martin claims, is that Teague suggested he had shown favoritism toward a show dog that was sired by his own stud dog.

Teague criticized him for judging an August show in Santa Barbara, Calif., and awarding the "Winner's Dog" to a Doberman that was sired by his own Doberman, X-Static.

Teague wrote she would "bet money" that Martin knew that the dog, Holder Parks Red Hot Cayenne, was sired by Martin's dog X-Static.

Martin's attorney, William McCormick, a partner at Ruden McClosky in Fort Lauderdale, said X-Static is a stud dog and Martin sells X-Static's semen for breeding purposes.

Martin's Web site lists Red Hot Cayenne as one of X-Static's stud dog offspring. But Martin does not have any ownership interest in any of the dogs that X-Static sires. McCormick said Martin did not reap any benefits, financial or otherwise, from Red Hot Cayenne.

According to an American Kennel Club spokeswoman, judges are allowed to preside over shows featuring descendants of their dogs, as long as the judge doesn't have any ownership interest in the dog.

"We're hoping for a verdict that will send a message to the defendant and others that they can't post these types of false and libelous statements on the Internet with impunity," McCormick said.

When Teague was reached for comment, she said she wasn't aware of the suit. She did not respond after being sent a copy of the suit.

There are a growing number of defamation suits around the country based on comments posted on Internet blogs and chat sites. In September, a Weston, Fla., woman won an $11.3 million defamation verdict in Broward Circuit Court over statements posted on an Internet bulletin board.
McCormick attributes this growing liability trend to the fact that people posting the online statements are "sitting in their own homes behind keyboards and computer screens," and they forget their published statements have real consequences and can hurt people.
CHALLENGED HIS INTEGRITY

Martin obtained his American Kennel Club judge's license in September 2005, and has judged four or five shows since then, according to his lawsuit. Martin also breeds, trains and shows Doberman Pinschers. He has had 18 champions, according to his Web site.

Teague's comments were written on the Web site cyberdobes.com following an August show in Santa Barbara that Martin judged. Teague did not have a dog in that Santa Barbara show, McCormick said.

The suit alleges that Teague "directly challenged Martin's integrity and fitness to judge" by wrongfully suggesting he breached the American Kennel Club's code of ethics by judging a show that featured a dog sired by his own stud dog.

Teague also wrote that Martin "has smoozed [sic] his way to the top [and] obtained a judging license without having all the requirements needed," Teague wrote on the Web site in September. Teague also said that Martin needs "anger management ... or a good stiff drink" before shows.

The complaint said Teague's comments have damaged Martin, impugned his character and subjected him to ridicule and disgrace within the Doberman show world. The suit also states that Teague's comments caused many exhibitors to demand he be replaced in an upcoming show.

According to the suit, the club that hired Martin has been contacted by numerous exhibitors who threatened to withhold their entries unless the club found a new judge. McCormick said he does not know if Martin has been replaced.

"Martin has worked tirelessly to better the Doberman Pinscher breed, to establish his reputation as a premiere breeder of Doberman Pinschers and to be recognized as an authority on the Doberman Pinscher breed," the suit said.
McCormick, who also shows Dobermans, said he met Martin through dog shows.

Voluntary Caesarean Section

Rebecca "Becky" Poole and her husband Bill are longtime breeders of Bull Terriers under the Rocky Top banner. 

Becky and Bill Poole were the 2005 AKC Breeder of the Year recipients representing the Terrier Group. Their Ch.Rocky Top's Sundance Kid "Rufus," was the Westminster KC 2006 Best In Show winner.
Being breeders for almost 30 years has enabled us to understand and accept the idea of the voluntary Caesarean section. At first thought, one may think it is unnecessary to have this procedure. However, after the heartbreak of losing just one puppy, a C-section to remove the final whelp that cannot be delivered by the mother makes it a very desirable and acceptable choice, even a humane one. Having a litter should be an enjoyable experience, and knowing that you are prepared and willing to have a voluntary C-section can ease the stress for you, the mother and the puppies. The relief of returning home with a healthy litter is worth taking the time to consider this option. 

In preparing to write this article, I wondered if our experiences were similar to those in scientific studies. The largest            study that I found was conducted by Dr. Paula F. Moon-Massat.1 She tracked neonatal mortality in 808 litters (3,408 puppies) requiring Cesarean surgery for delivery of at least one puppy. The study examined survival rates at three different times: immediately, two hours and seven days after Cesarean delivery. The results were 92, 87 and 80 percent respectively. The percentages for puppies born naturally were 86, 83 and 75 percent. In 67 percent of litters, all          puppies delivered by Caesarean section were born alive. 
The average litter size for Bull Terriers is five. This may be the result of some being lost at birth. Over the years, we have averaged more than five live puppies. The Bull Terrier’s hereditary relationship to the Bulldog may influence and increase the need for the voluntary C-section. The female tends to tire before the last puppy is born, even when she is in perfect physical condition. If just one puppy is in an improper position, it can keep the entire litter from being born. She can be at the risk of tearing her uterus while trying to whelp her litter. The end result is the female being spayed, and the majority of the time, the puppies do not all survive. When there is extended whelping, it can result in the puppies needing extensive resuscitative care to revive them. In surgery, any anesthetic the mother receives is transferred to the puppies. The type of anesthetic administered for C-sections allows for a fast recovery without any extended side effects. Our first encounter with a Cesarean was out of necessity, and I hate to think how many years ago that was. We have never been the lucky ones whose female whelps a litter of six or eight in two hours. Ours always begin whelping around bedtime and will go through the night, usually ending at the emergency clinic. The result is a much higher veterinary bill than we would have had with a planned, C-section and, the most important factor, not knowing the veterinarian on duty. Our first planned C-section was Rufus’ great-grandmother We had imported her from England as the pick of the litter out of a Trophy Show-winning female. Knowing our past experiences and the value of the litter to us, we opted for a voluntary Cesarean. Not once have we regretted that decision, and we have learned the value of planning ahead. Rufus’ litter was also a voluntary C-section. He is the offspring of frozen semen from Germany, and again, we were not willing to take the risk of losing the mother or the puppies.  

A voluntary C-section is now a methodical thing for us. If an X-ray shows six to eight puppies, we can almost be certain that all will not be whelped alive during a natural birth. We usually do not breed a female more than two times. If her season is normal and her estrus level has a normal rise (based on our experience), we will breed her only one time. This narrows the time of knowing when the puppies are old enough to be delivered and greatly reduces the risk of taking puppies too early.   It is not a decision to make on the spur of the moment. Once it is confirmed that the female is in whelp, one needs to discuss the option of a C-section with a trusted veterinarian. When the big day comes, it will be less stressful if you and the veterinarian are comfortable with the choice of a voluntary C-section. It does not affect future breeding. We find it is no more difficult for the mother than having the litter naturally over a six- to eight-hour time span. Sometimes it is necessary to do a C-section before the first due date. This can happen when the female is obviously giving distress signals. Familiarizing yourself with the process and having a veterinarian on call can ease the stressful situation.            

One frequently asked question is whether the puppies hurt the mother’s incision while feeding. We have found that the milk bar covers it completely, and she has no ill effects while the puppies are nursing. The milk flow, under normal circumstances, is not affected. The incision should be checked and cleaned daily. The stitches may or may not need removing, depending on the type of suture material used.

PROPOSED JSLRC BY-LAWS CHANGES
AND HOW IT AFFECTS YOUR MEMBERSHIP

Changes have been proposed to the JSLRC By-Laws, as a result of the feedback received from the JSLRC Membership Survey.

The Survey results were discussed at the July and September General Meetings. The proposed By-Laws changes were presented and discussed at the November General Meeting. A motion was presented and passed at the November meeting to pursue the changes as presented.
In accordance with Article VII, this By-laws amendment is being published, and will be motioned and voted on by secret ballot at our January General Meeting, being held on February 18th.
If approved by the current Full Membership, the proposed By-Laws revisions will be sent to the AKC for their approval before they can take effect.

If AKC approves the revisions, a copy of the revised documents will be published in a new version of our Membership Handbook.

So how do these proposed changes affect JSLRC membership?

1. There will no longer be Full and Associate Memberships. All members will be Voting members. The work and meeting attendance requirements to qualify for Additional Privileges will not change. However, now ALL JSLRC members will be eligible to earn Additional Privileges.

2. Membership dues will change. There will be one amount for an Individual Member and a reduced amount for each Additional Family Member. 

3. Applications for membership will no longer require sponsors.

4. We will change from 6 General meetings held every other month, to meetings held at least quarterly. We will change from 12 Board meetings, to meetings held at least quarterly.

5. The Nominating Committee appointment and cutoff dates will be changed to comply with the quarterly meeting format. 

6. Term limits for Officers and Directors will be eliminated.

AWARDS DESCRIPTION
Members are responsible for applying for their awards with the required verifying documents. Certificate awards are available to all members, but competitive awards are available only to full members who have earned additional privileges. Awards cover achievements that were completed during the previous calendar year (i.e. the award year). In the following, service dogs include guide dogs, hearing dogs, handicapped-assistance dogs, police dogs, narcotics or bomb squad dogs, search & rescue dogs, or others trained and employed by organizations as deemed acceptable. Canine Good Citizen and Therapy Dog Certificates are not eligible for awards.

COMPETITIVE AWARDS:
One award available to each sex in each category. Copies of the AKC Gazette Awards pages are required.

Top Specials Dog/Bitch: Highest number labs defeated as a finished champion during the award year as a BOB or BOS only.
Top Winners Dog/Bitch: Highest number of Labs defeated from the classes during the award year, as a winner, BOW, BOB, or BOS only. For BOW, all class dogs of both sexes are counted. For BOS count all the dogs the same sex as your dog and any specials of the same sex. For BOB all the dogs from both sexes and all specials are counted. 
Top Junior Dog/Bitch: Highest cumulative number of Labs defeated by dog/bitch under two years of age at the time of the placements, as a Winner, RW, BOW, BOB, or BOS only. The wins may be from prior years through the award year. The dog/bitch need not be a finished champion. The award may be applied for more than once for the same dog but no later than the year following the dog’s second birthday. Dogs defeated are calculated the same as for Top WD/WB above. When counting reserve, count all the dogs the same sex as your dog minus the WD/WB
Top Obedience Dog/Bitch: Highest average of all qualifying scores in A classes or Novice B classes for title completed during the award year, or highest average of all scores in Open B or Utility B attained during the award year.

All Around Retriever: Must be a Breed Champion, and a CD in obedience or higher, and a JR Hunter or higher, or a Tracking Title holder or higher. Only the last title must be completed during the award year.
All Around Producing Dog: A minimum of four get achieving titles during the award year including titles above plus graduated service dogs.
All Around Producing Bitch: Same as for Dog, except a minimum of two get.
Community Service (Person): The owner has a minimum of four therapy visitation, four educational programs with dogs, or one search and rescue mission.
