The following was submitted by Stan Domozyk, our NJ Federation Of Dog Clubs delegate:
The New Jersey Federation of Dog Club delegates’ meeting took place on May 2, 2007, at the Holiday Inn in Somerset, New Jersey.

The Club President, Priscilla Gabrosch, addressed the group at the beginning of the meeting. The first issue she brought up was how to contact the Federation. She said all contact should be initiated through the Federation’s corresponding secretary, Audrey Wright. Ms. Wright’s phone number is 732 671-4341. Her email is  GOTOBUTTON BM_1_ AWR7418034@comcast.net. Ms. Gabrosch said that if she is forwarded correspondence from Ms. Wright, sent for her attention as Club President, Ms. Gabrosch said she will respond. She also stated however, that she does not like using email, and will respond only by phone or letter to any inquiry which she answers for the Federation. Anyone wanting to contact her must give their phone number or mailing address, in their email to the Federation’s corresponding secretary. 

Ms. Gabrosch spoke about N.J. Assembly Bill A2820. This bill would stop insurance companies from canceling or denying coverage to a home owner, based on the breed of a dog kept on the premises. She said the bill had passed the Assembly and was now in the N.J. Senate. She requested everyone write their Senators to support this bill. Concerning this bill, Ms. Gabrosch did not mention, but the bill will allow an insurance carrier to issue a new policy ( I am assuming upon renewal of the policy), which can contain an exclusion for liability for any dog’s actions, or for certain breeds of dogs. Unfortunately I had not had the opportunity to view this bill before the meeting, so I could not point out this was also one of the bill’s provisions. This bill is essentially a two edged sword. They cannot cancel your policy, if there is coverage for a pet in it already. They can however, upon renewal, exclude that coverage, or limit it legally. The bill, if passed, stops insurance company refusals to insure, to cancel, or non-renew a policy based on the type of dog you own. It also however, allows them for refuse coverage specifically for your dog. The bill, S2102, can be viewed at www.njleg.state.nj.us/bills/BillView.asp. You will probably have to enter the Senate bill number to bring up the bill ( S2102 ).

The Treasurer’s report was given. The opening balance was $15,180.00. Debits to the account were $6,373.22. The Closing balance was $9,087.78.

The program for the night was the introduction of the proprietors of Wholistic Paws, an all natural dog food store. They mentioned the type of products they sell. They said their purpose was to offer nutritional alternatives. They are located at 215 Chestnut Street, Ridgewood, New Jersey, 07450. Their phone number is (201) 444-9911.

There was discussion concerning Assembly Bill A2649, which would re-write New Jersey’s criminal code statute as regards animal cruelty. Delegates present and myself, had a considerable floor discussion with Ms. Gabosch.  It was Ms. Gabosch’s position that this bill had been a collaborative effort with Assemblyman Van Drew. While I agreed that Ms. Gabosch had evidently had certain items she wanted changed in the bill done, there seemed to be many items which I raised concern about in the bill of which she seemed totally unaware. This bill has gone through a second reading at this point. I strongly suggest everyone contact their Assemblyperson and express their concern regarding some of the provisions in this bill, which are mentioned in another section of the newsletter. Anyone wishing to read the bill can go to  GOTOBUTTON BM_2_ www.njleg.state.nj.us/bills/BillView.asp. Once again you will probably have to enter the bill’s number ( A2649 ) to bring up the bill. 

George Heintz suggested he would create a sample letter, which others could use to write to their assembly people about this bill and why it should be changed or voted down.

The meeting was adjourned after this discussion.

How Animals Perceive the World: Non-Verbal Signaling

Karen L. Overall, MA, VMD, PhD, DACVB, ABS Certified Applied Animal Behaviorist 

Introduction:

The uniting feature that connects all social vertebrates is the extent to which they signal non-verbally. Communication involving ritualized displays or graded signals is used to confirm or reject information received from others in social interactions, to indicate species, sex, and sexual receptivity, to signal about issues pertaining to status, and to otherwise negotiate all social interactions. As such, communication can involve such instantaneous behaviors as tactile and visual displays. These are relatively "short-distance" signals. Vocal communication is also instantaneous, but may reach over longer distances. Verbal communication is only one variety of vocal communication, and both of these may pale when the full story of olfactory communication is written. Certainly, olfactory and pheromonal signals provide information that can be assessed over distances and across time.

When assessing any communicatory structure it is important to realize that signaling involves a set of rules that will be shaped by the evolutionary history of the species. The story of canine domestication is the story of work and work-related tasks. The story of feline domestication is the story of rodent and vector borne diseases and their prevention. These 2 divergent paths to domestic life-styles have been shaped by, and in turn have continued to shape factors like reproductive schedules, fecundity, age at first reproduction, age at sexual and social maturity, composition of family or group units, and social interactions within these units. To understand such behaviors it is critical to understand the component signals as they are used to communicate with conspecifics. The following tables provide an introduction to this topic.
