Top 10 Canine Conditions of 2008 - based on pet insurance claims filed last year:
1. Ear Infections - the most common symptoms are red, itchy or smelly ears 

2. Skin Allergies - the most common symptoms are red skin, hair loss, itching 

3. Pyoderma/Hot Spots - the most common symptom is a hairless, moist, painful area on the skin, often on the neck or rear end

4. Gastritis/Vomiting - the most common sign is vomiting and/or lack of appetite 

5. Enteritis/Diarrhea - the most common symptom is loose or frequent stools 

6. Urinary Tract Infections - the most common symptoms are frequent urination, inappropriate urination, or bloody urine 

7. Benign Skin Tumors - the most common symptom is an abnormal lump or growth on or under the skin 

8. Osteoarthritis - the most common symptoms are lameness, trouble getting up or walking 
9. Eye Inflammation - the most common symptoms are a red, irritated or painful eye 

10.  Hypothyroidism - the most common symptoms are hair loss and weight gain 

So ear infections took the lead as the # 1 problem for dogs on the Top 10 List, and benign skin tumors rank #1 in terms of treatment cost - they are the most expensive to treat.

Most of the conditions on this Top 10 List will be accompanied by a noticeable change in the behavior or appearance of your dog. Watch for abnormalities such as lumps, sores, unusual odors or drastic changes in behavior. They are a good sign that it's time to visit the veterinarian.
 Canine Learning Experience

This year's theme for K-9 Learning's was 
"Is This The Right Breed For You And Your Family" We had lots of information available on acquiring a puppy, health issues and training. There was a slide show with music that we showed on our new club TV. The slide show was put together from all the wonderful photos that were sent to me by our members of our labs being good and bad. Again our booth was extremely busy with lots of visitors stopping by to say hello to one of the many puppies and dogs that were at our booth. The BIG HIT of the day was BAMBI who is owned by Maureen Foster. Bambi carried a basket in her mouth and greeted visitors who could not resist to throw in a couple of bucks. The collection was for Labrador Life Line. We collected a total of $135 for their foundation. A big Thank you to Maureen Foster, Donna and Gary Sevchuk, Amy and John Citarella, Donna Forte and Cathy Murch for all helping out that day.
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NEW Purdue Bloat Study
Recent studies are shedding more light on gastric dilatation volvulus (GDV), otherwise known as bloat. GDV is the second leading cause of death in large-breed (50 to 99 
pounds) and giant-breed (100 pounds and over) dogs. Approximately one in four large-breed dogs and one in five giant-breed dogs may develop GDV during their lifetime,
with some breeds at even higher lifetime risk. GDV strikes suddenly and has a mortality rate as high as 30 percent. In GDV there is a rapid accumulation of air in the stomach, causing distention and often rotation of the stomach, cutting off blood supply at both ends and causing the dog to go into shock. GDV is an acute emergency and rushing
the dog to immediate veterinary care is essential. The risk of a dog developing GDV increases with age. Other factors that increase a dog’s risk are having a first-genera tion 
relative with a history of GDV, having a deep and narrow chest or abdomen, being thin, experiencing a major health problem before age 1, and having a fearful or nervous temperament.
Research primarily at Purdue University by Dr. Larry Glickman, VMD, Ph.D, (an AKC Excellence in Canine Research Award winner), and Dr. Malathi Raghavan, DVM, Ph.D. has identified a number of feeding management and dietary factors that increase the risk of GDV. These include eating only one meal a day, feeding only dry dog
food, feeding food with only small particles, and feeding a large volume of food per meal. Other feeding factors found to increase the risk of GDV were eating rapidly, increased physical activity before and eating, restricting a dog’s water intake before and after eating, moistening dry food before feeding, and eating from a raised feeding bowl. Thus,
some of the recommendations commonly made to prevent GDV were shown by the research to actually increase the risk of GDV. In the Journal of the American Veterinary Medical Association, Vol. 17, No. 10, Glickman wrote, “In addition, in univariate analysises, many of the recommendations 
commonly made to prevent GDV, such as raising the food bowl, moistening dry food prior to feeding, and restricting water intake before and after feeding, were associated with a significantly increased risk of GDV.”


Recent research, not yet published, has shown an increased risk of GDV in dogs who consumed dry foods containing fat among the first four ingredients, and an increased 
risk in dogs who consumed dry foods listing citric acid as a preservative with this risk rising when foods with citric acid were moistened. Although not statistically
significant, researchers found that a modest increase in risk of GDV was seen with the consumption of dry foods that listed more than one corn ingredient among the first four 
label ingredients, while in contrast, a pattern was observed of decreased GDV risk with an increasing number of protein ingredients of animal origin, including beef, poultry, lamb, and fish among the first four ingredients.

STUDY RECOMMENDATIONS
* Feed two or more meals a day


* Feed no more than one cup per 33 pounds of body weight per meal when feeding two meals a day


* Feed an energy-dense diet, to reduce volume, but avoid a diet where a high amount of calories are from fats.


* Feed a variety of different food types regularly. The inclusion of human foods in a primarily dry dog food diet was associated with a 59 percent decreased risk of GDV while inclusion of canned pet foods was associated with a 28 percent decreased risk


* When feeding dry food, also include foods with sufficient amounts of meats and meat meals, for example: beef, lamb, poultry, and fish.


* Feed a food with larger particles, and include larger pieces of meat to the diet.


* Avoid moistening dry foods

*If your dog eats rapidly, find ways to try to reduce his speed of eating


* Avoid raising the food bowl, place it at ground level


* Try to minimize stress for your dog. Stressful events have been reported to be precipitating factors in GDV occurrence.


* Restrict vigorous exercise one hour before and two hours after meals. 

* When you are not in close proximity to your dog, use a baby monitor to alert you if your dog is in distress. 

* Learn to recognize signs of GDV, which include pacing and restlessness, head turning to look at the abdomen,
distention of the abdomen, rapid shallow breathing, nonproductive attempts at vomiting, and salivation. These symptoms can progress rapidly to shock and death. Get to your veterinarian or emergency hospital the moment you
suspect GDV
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Protection of puppies against canine herpesvirus by vaccination of the dams

Six bitches free of canine herpesvirus 1 (CHV-1) were vaccinated against the virus; a first injection was given 10 days after the presumed date of mating and a second six weeks later. Six similar bitches were left unvaccinated as controls, and all the pups were challenged oronasally with a virulent strain of CHV-1 at three days of age. All the vaccinated bitches seroconverted and had high antibody titres when the puppies were challenged, but the control bitches remained seronegative. In the control group, 62 per cent (18 of 29) of the pups died of CHV-1-induced disease; most of them showed typical clinical signs and macroscopic lesions, and CHV-1 infection was confirmed by the isolation of the virus or by PCR. None of the puppies in the vaccinated group died of CHV-1 infection. The efficacy of the vaccine was confirmed in CHV-1-positive breeding units. The rate of pregnancy tended to be higher in vaccinated bitches and the mortality of pups before weaning was significantly reduced in the litters born to vaccinated bitches.

It is important to understand the nature of CHV infection--this will answer all the other questions. CHV is a ubiquitous virus, spread most commonly as a mild to subclinical respiratory infection in adult dogs. The only way to prevent infection (in this country--they have an excellent vaccine in Europe that is given at breeding and 3 wks gestation) is to prevent exposure of the bred bitch to other adult dogs and exposure of young puppies to other adult dogs. 

This can be done with isolation kennels and separate yards (no chain link between) or, in cases like my house where all 4 bitches are house dogs--don't take any dogs anywhere during this time frame. 

The high risk period is 3 weeks prior to parturition through 3 weeks of age for the pups, but recent data indicate that exposure earlier in gestation can result in absorption/abortion of litter.

Editor’s Note: The canine herpesvirus vaccine has not been approved for use in the USA

Pediatric Gastrointestinal Diseases

At birth to 3 weeks of age, a sick puppy or kitten is limp and relaxed, with poor muscle tone. They often have pale, gray, or cyanotic membranes and lack normal bowel sounds on abdominal auscultation. Diarrhea is present in approximately 60% of sick puppies and kittens. After dehydration and hypoglycemia are corrected, oral feeding can be initiated if a suckling reflex and bowel sounds are present. Puppy or kitten milk replacer can be fed with a bottle, dosing syringe, or feeding tube. If a feeding tube is used, care must be taken not to place it in the trachea. Improper placement is more likely in puppies and kittens because the gag reflex does not develop until 10 days of age. If diarrhea occurs, the milk replacer should be diluted at a 1:2 ratio with balanced multiple electrolyte solution until the diarrhea resolves.

Before 1985, canine parvovirus type 1 was considered a nonpathogenic parvovirus of dogs; however, since 1985 clinical infections of canine parvovirus type 1 in neonatal puppies have been demonstrated. It appears to be widespread in the canine population and is restricted to causing clinical disease in puppies younger than 3 weeks. It is likely that the virus spread is similar to that of canine parvovirus type 2. Four to 6 days after oral exposure, canine parvovirus type 1 can be recovered from the small intestine and other organs. In addition, canine parvovirus type 1 is capable of crossing the placenta and producing early fetal deaths and birth defects. Affected puppies usually are presented with diarrhea, vomiting, dyspnea, constant crying, and sudden death-the same clinical signs as seen in canine herpesvirus infection. Treatment of affected puppies is usually unrewarding because of the rapid progression of the disease. Mortality may be reduced by ensuring that the environmental temperature of newborn puppies is kept warm and adequate nutrition and hydration are provided.

Toxic milk syndrome may cause bloating, green diarrhea, crying, and a red edematous rectum. Puppies should be removed from the mother and supplemented with milk replacer, and the mother should be evaluated for underlying diseases such as mastitis or metritis.

During the period between 3 and 6 weeks of age, the most life-threatening problems are internal and external parasites, juvenile hypoglycemia, dehydration from diarrhea, and traumatic insult. Internal parasites can result in a significant burden at 2 to 4 weeks of age. Toxocara species can be transmitted transplacentally from the mother and Ancylostoma species are ingested through the mother's milk. Proper perinatal care of the mother should prevent severe parasitic infections in puppies and kittens of this age. In cases of poor husbandry, however, Toxocara species can cause weight loss, unthriftiness, abdominal distention, and diarrhea, while Ancylostoma species can cause life-threatening anemia. Puppies and kittens can be treated with pyrantel pamoate (5-10 mg/kg administered orally) as early as 2 to 3 weeks of age, and this can be repeated every 2 to 3 weeks until at least 12 weeks of age.


Severe anemia (pale mucous membranes, tachycardia, weakness, packed cell volume <15) and hypoproteinemia may require a whole blood transfusion. Whole blood is diluted at a 1:10 ratio with a citrate anticoagulant and is given through a Millipore blood filter at dosage of 10 ml/lb over 2 hours. Intraosseous or intravenous administration is preferred in critically ill puppies or kittens, but blood can be given by the intraperitoneal route as a last resort. Iron supplementation should be given following transfusion in anemias involving blood loss.

Protozoal parasites that may cause diarrhea in puppies and kittens include Giardia species and Cystoisospora species. Giardiasis is treated with metronidazole (30 mg/kg administered orally for 7 to 10 days), febantel (30-40 mg/kg administered orally once daily for 7 days), or fenbendazole (50 mg/kg administered orally once daily for 7 days). Coccidiosis can be effectively managed with sulfadimethoxine at 50 mg/kg on the first day followed by a daily dose of 25 mg/kg until signs regress. External parasites may cause severe debilitation in young animals. Most flea and tick products should not be used in nursing animals. The mother should be treated, but her nipples should be avoided or rinsed. Bedding should be washed or discarded. The safest way to treat young puppies and kittens is to spray a towel with pyrethrin insecticide and wrap the animal's body in the towel, leaving the head out. A flea comb can be used to remove dead and dying fleas. If the puppy or kitten is bathed, extreme care must be taken to avoid hypothermia. In some cases, ectoparasite infestation is so severe that a blood transfusion is required.


The most life-threatening diseases in 6- to 12-week-old puppies and kittens include infectious diseases (canine distemper and viral enteritis in puppies; feline leukemia virus infection, feline infectious peritonitis, and panleukopenia in kittens). General concerns regarding management of these sick puppies and kittens include prevention of hypoglycemia, dehydration, hypoproteinemia, and anemia. Without immediate treatment, canine parvovirus type 2 enteritis is often a rapidly fatal disease in puppies 6 weeks to 6 months old, ending in severe dehydration, endotoxic or septic shock, and multiple organ failure. With aggressive therapy and supportive care, however, a survival rate of 85% to 95% can be achieved in most dog breeds, with the exception being the Rottweiler.

One award available to each sex in each category. Copies of the AKC Gazette Awards pages are required.

Top Specials Dog/Bitch: Highest number labs defeated as a finished champion during the award year as a BOB or BOS only.
Top Winners Dog/Bitch: Highest number of Labs defeated from the classes during the award year, as a winner, BOW, BOB, or BOS only. For BOW, all class dogs of both sexes are counted. For BOS count all the dogs the same sex as your dog and any specials of the same sex. For BOB all the dogs from both sexes and all specials are counted. 
Top Junior Dog/Bitch: Highest cumulative number of Labs defeated by dog/bitch under two years of age at the time of the placements, as a Winner, RW, BOW, BOB, or BOS only. The wins may be from prior years through the award year. The dog/bitch need not be a finished champion. The award may be applied for more than once for the same dog but no later than the year following the dog’s second birthday. Dogs defeated are calculated the same as for Top WD/WB above. When counting reserve, count all the dogs the same sex as your dog minus the WD/WB
Top Obedience Dog/Bitch: Highest average of all qualifying scores in A classes or Novice B classes for title completed during the award year, or highest average of all scores in Open B or Utility B attained during the award year.

NEW TITLE CERTIFICATE AWARDS:
An award for completing one of the following titles during the award year; they may have begun earlier. Foreign titles are included. A copy of the official certificate or AKC Gazette Awards page is required.
